4.
TCN Data Hold Period
The general rule for holding your TCN when you are an ISR customer is that the transaction will be held for up to 6 days if a daily BSP transaction is expected.  This is coded by plating carrier and country of issuance.  ATPCO uses this general rule so that you can get the most benefit of merged BSP/ARC and TCN data.  Release of the transaction to you is as follows:
(1) if the transaction is evaluated to have no chance of a daily BSP match, on the same day as it is received

(2) if the transaction is evaluated to have a chance of a daily BSP match, a hold period is set either at the standard 6 days, or an exception rule coded by the receiving carrier.  In this case, the transaction is released either:

a. when a daily BSP matches the transaction, on the same day

b. when the hold period expires
As the recipient of the transaction, you have a choice to set an exception to this standard 6 day period.  For example, you may not wish to have any hold period on the TCN where you are the plating carrier.  Your choice will not affect any other recipients of the data, as they can set their own period for the same transaction.
